Attached is a site plan that shows the project site developed with 198,502 square
feet of construction. A maximum of 205,284 square feet is allowed based upon
the floor area ratio maximum of 0.6 in the CO zoning designation. This includes
existing converted space and a new addition that connects the four existing
buildings. The primary ground floor entrance of the new consolidated building
would face Selby Avenue, between buildings S21 and S22. The maximum
height of the reconfigured building would be approximately 50 feet.

To the north of the project site is East Imperial Highway and LAX. To the east are
existing Boeing office and research facilities. To the south is an office building
owned by the Trammell Crow Company. Directly abutting the project site to the
northeast is a facility that repairs FedEx air freight containers.

The reconfigured building has been designed to meet the development standards
of the Corporate Office (CO) Zone. The proposed project would have a floor
area ratio of less than 0.8. 445 parking spaces are required for the proposed
project. The site will accommodate 150 parking stalls and 3 loading spaces. The
entire Boeing campus participates in a shared parking arrangement, so the
remaining 295 parking spaces required for the project will be located off-site at
existing nearby Boeing parking lots.

As noted on the survey, there are existing sewer easements on the Subject
property. The sewer easement identified as item ‘C’ on the survey is located
under a portion of Building S30. The new addition is also proposed to be located
on top of this easement. The Planning Division has concerns about this proposed
design and requests that Public Works provide conditions to address this issue.
